CHRIST IS RISEN! INDEED, HE IS RISEN!
It is a great pleasure to wish all of you, my dear brothers and sisters, the blessings of the Glorious Feast of the Resurrection, in which we
celebrate the Resurrection and victory of our Lord, God and Saviour Jesus Christ.

"Now thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the
fragrance of His knowledge in every place." (2 Corinthians 2:14).

+ The procession of Christ's victory is the procession of His suffering, by which He was triumphant over Satan. Our Lord Jesus Christ
